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Y2K to 2010— A Fruitful Decade

As I was thinking about what [ wanted to share in this month’s Update, it
occurred to me to look back on this passing decade that began in 2000.
Remember Y2K?

As it turned out, Y2K was the beginning of a fruitful decade for Bread
Basket. Here is a quick review of what happened.

People/clients came to Bread Basket approximately 105,000 times for gro-
ceries and ministry. We see an average of 600 unduplicated households a
month and have records of about 3,000 different households in our data-
base.

We estimate that 3.5 Million pounds of food were solicited, salvaged, col-
lected and distributed. (This is a very conservative estimate).

2,000 Times of ministry, preaching and teaching of the Word of God
was conducted at the Bread Basket facility. That means we have had over
120,000 face to face encounters sharing the Word with people the past ten
years.

400 Prison ministry chapel services were conducted in Texas prisons.
When we consider the average attendance of our services we conclude that

we were able to minister to inmates about 50,000 times, (face to face en-
counters).

In early 2000, we were faced with the opportunity of moving to a new and
larger facility or adding on to the building we were in. It just so happened

Then we bought the building we are in. Until that time we were renting.
We consolidated the properties and started raising funds to build the new
building and parking lot. We needed about $200,000 to start construction.
In October of 2005, we completed construction and dedicated the new fa-
cility to the Lord. Continued on Page 2....
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In 2008, we paid off the mortgage on the original facility and are now debt
free.

A lot can be said about the timing of the Lord. You might remember that it
was just about then that the economy crashed. The Lord had timed our growth
and needs for expansion perfectly. I sensed that this was no coincidence but
God’s provision and plan for Bread Basket. We now have an awesome 8,000
sq. ft. ministry center/ food warehouse to conduct ministry operations. I still
walk the grounds and marvel at the great things the Lord has done for us.

A building by itself a ministry does not make. The most important thing to us
is what happens under our roof. One reason we go to all the trouble we do is
so that people who need to meet and get to know Jesus can find Him. To be
honest with you, we are all getting to know Jesus and will be doing so for all
eternity. I think people love coming to Bread Basket because Jesus is clearly
the center of attention and we all see our need for Him. Each and every ser-
vice begins and ends with the Word of God. No denominational bias or pref-
erences, just Jesus, plain and clear.

I am sharing all this because many of you have given sacrificially of your
finances and have put the tools into our hands that have helped make all this
possible. Thank you for all you have done!

To fast-forward to the present, we are in good shape to move forward to con-
tinue to be the ministry the Lord has raised up. Demand for our services and
ministry continues to be strong and doors are still open for us in Texas pris-
ons. The only question before us is how will the Lord provide the miracles
that we need to keep this 27 year story going. I am quite sure He is not fin-
ished with us.
