Our warehouse and coolers were always well stocked
thanks to all of these. We estimate that we receive and distribute three to
four hundred thousand pounds of food a year.

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He continued to send wonderful worship leaders, Eunice Shea and Sister Wilda, to lead us in the
songs of the Lord. As the pastor, | can say that people are being impacted in a way God is pleased
with. We are seeing true, authentic Holy Spirit fruit in the lives of the people who are coming to
Bread Basket. It s wonder ful to see and
services a week and a Bible study every Thursday night throughout the year.

We continued to minister in Texas prisons. Mark Houser, Jim Arnold, Stephen Arnold and myself,
ministered 25 times in chapel services touching thousands of men with the Gospel and the Songs
of the Lord.
